The Council of the Town of Saint Andrews under the authority invested in it under Section 53 ofthe
CommunityPlanning Act enactsthe following Zoning By-law:

TITLEAND SCOPE

By-law Z21-01,the Town of Saint Andrews Zoning By-law, is hereby adopted.
This By-law may be cited as "TheTown of Saint Andrews Zoning By-law".

This By-law applies to the Town of Saint Andrews municipal boundaries as outlined in
Regulation 85-6 under the LocalGovernancé\ct.

This Zoning By-law:

(@) divides the Municipality into zones as described on the Town of Saint An drews Zoning
Map;

(b) prescribes, subjectto powers reserved in the Planning Advisory Committee:
()  the purpose for that land, building sand structures in any zone may beused;

(i)  standards that land use, and the placement, erection, alteration and use of
building and structures must conform to; and

(c) prohibits the use, placement, erection or alteration of land, buildings , or structure s
otherthan in conformity with the purposes and standards mentioned in clause (b).

For the purposes of this By-law, the Town is divided into zones as shown on the Town of Saint
Andrews Zoning Map attached as Scheduled A 6 .

For the purposes of this By-law, cultural ly and historically significant portions of the downtown
are delineated into the Town plat & environs and Histori ¢ BusinessDistrict asshown on the Map
of the Town plat & environs and Historic Business District attached asScheduled B 6 .

For the purposes do this By-law, properties at risk are delineated on the Sea Level Rise Overlay
Zone Map attached as Scheduled C 6 .

The Town of Saint Andrews Zoning Map, Map of the Town plat & environs and Historic
Business District, Sea Level Rise Overlay Zone Mapand any amendments thereto form part of
this By-law.

In the event of an inconsistency between provisions of the Municipal Plan and Secondary
Municipal Plan and the provisions of this By -law, the provisions of the Municipal Plan and
SecondaryMunicipal Planwill prevalil.
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1.1 Definitions

OABATTOI RO

A building or structure specifically designed to accommodate the penning and slaughtering of live
animals, the preliminary processing of animal carcasses and may include the packing, treating,
storing and sale of the product on the premises.

OACCESSBWRIDING ORSTRUCTUREDO
Means a detached building or structurethat:
(a) is not used for human habitation, except in the caseof an accessorydwelling unit;
(b) contains ausethat is incidental and subordinat e to the main use main building or structure
(c) is located on the samelot asthe mainuse main building or structure
(d) includes a detached private garageor detached carportand above or below ground storage tanks;
and
(e) does notinclude ¢ h i | dplag strécairesor patios and decks associatedwith adwelling.

OACCESSDWELLING UNI T6
Means a dwelling unit with no more than two bedrooms which:
(a) is secondary to the principal dwellingunit;
(b) When contained within a main dwelling unitdoes not exceed the lessenf 75m2(807.3 f&) or 75% of
the floorareaof one floor of the main building.
(c) When contained within asinglefamily dwellingis synonymous with arental suite.
(d) When contained within an accessorgtructureis synonymous with a gardensuite.

OACCESSOREO
Meansa useof land or a building or structurethat:
(a) is naturally or customarily incidental and subordinate to the mainuseor secondaryiseof the land,
building or structure;
(b) is not used for human habitation except in the case ofan accessorydwelli ng unit ; and
(c) is located on the samelot as themainuse

OACT, THE®O
Means the Community Planning Act, Chapter C-19,R.S.N.B. 2017 andamendments thereto.

Powers of the Town Council

No building may be erected in the Town where in the opinion of the Council, satisfactory
arrangements have not beenmade for the supply of electrical power, water, sewerage,streets and
other servicesand facilities.

Where, in its opinion, a building or structure is dilapidated, dangerous or unsightly, Council
may acquire the parcel of land that such building or structure is located.

If in the opinion of Council, a particular parcel of land is essential to the operation of the service
concerned, Council may designate and useland in any zone for the location or erection of any
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installation for the supply of electricity, telecommunication services, water, sanitary and storm
drainage, and the disposal of sanitary wastes provided that any such development in any
residential zoneis adequately screened fromview.

A non-conforming use may continue notwithstanding the Zoning By -law but, where a Zoning
By-law makes a property non-conforming the Community Planning Act shall apply. The
provisions of this section shall not exempt the owner of a non-conforming usefrom the obligation
for proper maintenance and minimum occupancy standards of such use Council may also
impose standards regarding the maintenance of a non-conforming building or structure in
accordancewith the Community PlanningAct.

Special Powers of the Planning Advisory Committee and Regional Service
Commission

No building or structure may be placed, erectedor altered on any site where it would otherwise
be permitted under this By -law when, in the opinion of the Planning Advisory Committee, the
site is marshy, subject to flooding, excessively steep or otherwise unsuitable by virtue of its soil
or topography.

The Planning Advisory Committee may, subjectto such terms and conditions asit considersfit:

(@) authorize, for a temporary period in accordance with the Conmunity Planning Act, a
development otherwise prohibited by this By-law; and

(b) require the termination or removal of a development authorized under clause (a) at the
end of the authorized period.

Where uses are listed as being subject to terms and conditions that may be imposed by the

Planning Advisory Committee, no building permit for such use shall be issued unless written

application and supporting information for such use has been submitted to the Planning

Advisory Committee and the Planning Advisory Committee has reviewed the application and

approved it as proposed or subject to specific terms and conditions or has refused the approval

where compliance with reasonable terms and conditions cannot reasonably be expected. Terms
and conditions so imposed shall be limited to those considered necessary by the Planning
Advisory Committee to protect:

(@) properties within the zoneor in abutting zones
(b) the health, safety and welfare of the general public; and

(c) theintegrity of the objectivesand policies established in the Municipal Development
Plan.

The Planning Advisory Committee may permit, subject to such terms and conditions as it
considersfit:

(@) aproposeduseof land or a building that is otherwise not permitted under the Zo ning
By-law if, in its opinion, the proposed useis sufficiently similar to or compatible with a
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usepermitted in the By -law for the zonein which the land or building is situated as
provided for by Subsection 55(a)of the Community Planning Act; or

(b) such reasonable variance from the requirements of the Zoning By-law as provided by
Subsection 55(b) of the Community Planning Act as, in its opinion, is desirable for the
development of aparcel of land or abuilding or structure and is in accord with the general
intent of the By-law and the Muni cipal Plan and the Secondary Municipal Plan.

Where requested to permit a proposed use or variance under subsections (2), (3) and (4) above,
the Planning Advisory Committee shall give notice to owners of land in the immediate
neighbourhood:

(@) describing the land;
(b) describing the useproposed or variance requested;and

(c) giving the right to make representation to the Planning Advisory Committee in
connection therewith within the time limit set out in the notice.

Where permitted under the Community Planning Act, powers of the Planning Advisory
Committee may be delegated to the Development Officer or his/her delegate.

The Planning Advisory Committee may authorize a development or use for a temporary period
in accordancewith Section 53(2)(h) of the Community Planning Act.

Licences, Permits and Compliance with Other By-laws

Nothing in this By -law shall exempt any person from complying with the requirements of the
Building By -law or any other By-law of the Town in force from time -to-time, or from the
obligation to obtain any licence, permit, authority or approval required under any prevailing
municipal, provinci al or federal legislation in effectwithin the Town.Where the provisions in this
By-law conflict with those of any other municipal, provincial or federal regulation, By-law or code
except the Municipal Plan By-law or Secondary Municipal Plan, the more stringent requirement
shall prevail.

Metric Measurements

For the purposes of convenience,the measurementscontained in this By-law include both Metric
and Imperial, of which only the Metric numbers shall be the measurements formally adopted in
this By-law. If there is a discrepancy between the two measurements, the metric measurements
shall prevail. Measurements may be abbreviatedin the following manner:

() millimetres or mm.
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Zone Boundaries

A zoneboundary shown approximately atalot line shown on aregistered plan of subdivision or
provincial assessmenimap is deemed to be at theboundary of the lot line.

A zoneboundary shown following approximately the top of a bank of a shoreline, creek, stream
or channel is deemed to be at theordinary high-water mark and moves with any change in the
bank.

Where zone boundaries areindicated asfollowing an existing or a proposed street line, alley line,
public utility right -of-way or an easement line, the zone boundary shall be considered as the
centreline of such streets, alleys, right-of-ways or easements.

In the event that a dedicated street or road, as delineated on the Zoning Map, hereby, is closed,
the property formerly within such street or road must be included within the zone of the
adjoining property on ei ther side of such closedstreet or road. Where a closedstreet or road is
the boundary between two or more different zones the new boundary shall be the former
centreline of the closed street.

Where the zone boundary, as delineated on the zoning map relating to this By-law, runs
substantially parallel to a street line and the difference from the street line is not indicated, the
boundary shall be deemed to be parallel to such street line and the distance from the street line
shall be determined according to the scale shown on theZoning Map;

Where none of the above provisions apply, and where appropriate, the zone boundary shall be
scaledfrom the Zoning Map.

Zoning By-law Amendments

A personwho seeksto have this By-law amended:

(@) must addressa writte n and signed application to Council;

(b) must, where the application involves rezoning an area ofland from one type of zoning
to another, include therewith:

() a statement asto the ownership thereof;
(i)  the signature of at leastone owner of eachparcel of land therein; and

(c) shall pay a feeof $1000, payableto the Town of Saint Andrews.
Council may, if it deemsfit, return all or any part of the feementioned in subsection(1).
An application under this section shall include such information as may be required by Council
or the Planning Advisory Committee for the purpose of adequately assessing the desirability of

the proposal.

Council may refuse to consider an application, under this section, that seeks to rezone an area of
land from one type of zone to another if it h as not been signed by one or more owners of each

property.
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Before giving its views to Council with respect to an application under this section, th e Planning
Advisory Committee may carry out such investigation as it deems necessary within 30 days, as
specified by the Community PlanningAct.

Unless the Council is of the opinion that there is valid new evidence or change in conditions,
where an application under this section hasbeenrefused by Council, no further application may
be considered by Council for one year if suchapplication:

(a) in the case of rezoning, is in respect of the same area of land and is in all significant
particulars intended to seek the same zone originally sought or is to obtain the same
zoning changesasoriginally sought; or

(b) not being in relation to rezoning, is substantially similar to the original application. Where
an application for rezoning of a property has been refused within the previous twelve
months, Council will not entertain an application to rezone the same prop erty unl ess the
proposed useis substantially different from the previous application.

Notwithstanding section 2.7 (1), Council may initiate a Zoning By -law amendment without the
signature of the owner(s) of the parcel(s) of land involved in the rezoning, provide d that the
amendment obtains the support of a majority of the whole Council.

UsesPermitted

Usespermitted within azone shall be determined as follows:

(&) If auseis not listed as ausepermitted within a specific zone, it shall be deemed to be
prohibite d in that zone;

(b) If any useis listed subject to any special conditions or requirements, it shall be
permitted subjectto the fulfilling of such conditions or requirements; and

(c) If a proposed useis not specifically defined or listed, it must be revi ewed by Town Staff
and the Planning Advisory Committee to determine whether it is similar or compatible
with other usesin that specific zone.

Interpretation

In this By-law:

() words that areitalicized and underlined may denote specific Provincial and/or Federal
regulations or legislation.

Images

Images contained within this By -law are examples intended for the purposes of clarification and
shall not be corsidered part of this By-law.

The Use of Italics and Underlining

The use of italics in the Zoning By-law identifies words that have specific definitions under
Section 1.1 and is intended to make the Bylaw easier to use and the use of italics stall not be
considered to impact the use, intent, implication, application or definition of any word contained
within this By-law.

Should a word with a definition under Section 1.1 of this By -law not be italicized, or vice versa,
it shall not impact the re quired compliance with any standard, provision or requirement of this
By-law.

Words that have been underlined and italicized indicate a specific piece of Federal or Provincial
legislation.

Development Permits & Fees

Except as otherwise provided in this section, no person shall undertake a developmentand no
development permit shall be issued for the development unless the development officer having
jurisdiction approves the developmentas conforming with, if it applie s to the land on which the
development is located:

(@) the CommunityPlanningAct;

(b) the Municipal Plan By-law;

(c) aSecondary Municipal Plan By-law, if applicable;

(d) the Zoning By-law;

(e) adeferred widening or controlled accesshy-law, if applicable.

A person shall be required to obtain a development permit prior to carrying out any development
involving the following:

(@) the changeof amain useto another main useof any land, building , or structure;

(b) the development of anew main usein or upon of any land, building , or structure;

(c) the change of asecordary use to another secondary useof any land, building , or
structure;

(d) the development of a new secondaryusein or upon of any land, building , or structure;

(e) theinfill or cutting of any soil to a depth ex ceeding 1 m in any zone, pursuant to section
3.23;
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() the edablishment of parking facilities where more than six (6) parking spacesis provided,
pursuant to section 3.27;

While it does not exempt a person from complying with all other provisions of this By -law or any
other by-laws or regulations, a development permit is not required prior to carrying out the
development of any of the following:

(@) the development of an accessoryuse pursuant to section 1.1;

(b) theinstallation of landscaping that does not changeelevations by more than 1 m;

(c) the development of parking facilities where lessthan six (6) parking spacesis provided;

(d) theinstallation of driveway accesses private accessesstreets or public utility uses
subjectto the approval from the Town;

An application for a development permit shall be madeto the development officer in the form
provided by the Regional Service Commissionand be subject to afee of $50.

An application for adevelopmentpermit shall contain information asthe development officer
may require for the purpose of determining compliance wit h this By-law.

The work mentioned in the development permit shall be carried out, unless otherwise approved
by the Development Officer, in compliance with the specifications contained in the application
for the development permit.

Where adevelopment pemit has been issued, thedevelopment officer may inspect the
establishment, building , locating, or relocating, demolishing, altering, or replacing of a
usebuilding , or structure, to determine compliance with this By-law.

The Development Officer may revoke, suspend or refuse to issue adevelopment permit where, in
opinion of the Development Officer, the findings of the inspection referred to in section 2.12 (7)
demonstrates that the development does not meet the requirements of this By-law or a
developmern proceeds contrary to the provisions of this By-law.

The Development Officer shall reinstate the development permit when the development meets the
requirements of this By-law.

The work mentioned in the development permit shall be commenced wit hin six months from the
date of issue of the development permit;

The work mentioned in the development permit shall not be discontinued or suspended for a
period in excessof one year.
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GENERAL PROVISIOINS

Permitted! Uses and Requirements

The permitted uses minimum sizes and dimensions of lots, minimum setback distances, the
maximum lot coverage, the minimum landscaped open space, the maximum height of buildings
and all other zoning requirements are set out for each zone. Except as otherwise provided
pursuant to the Community Planning Act or other legislation, land in each zone shall be used and
all buildings or structures shall be placed, erected altered, demolished or used only in conformity
with suchrequirements.

Buildings with common walls and occupying more than one lot shall be considered as one
building occupying one lot for the purposes of calculating frontage, side yard, lot area and lot
occupancy regulations.

Number of Buildings on alot

Exceptfor the MR1 (Multiple Residential), MR2 (High Density Multiple Residential), CC (Central
Commercial), and INST (Institutional) Zones, no more than one main building may be placed or
erectedon alot and no building or structure may be altered to become a second mainbuilding
onalot.

Notwithstanding 3.2(1),where a proposed useis to consist of more than one main building on the
lot, such useshall be subject to such terms and conditions as the Planning Advisory Committee
may impose and the Planning Advisory Committee may prohibit the usewhere compliance with
the terms and conditions imposed cannot reasonably beexpected.

Not more than two (2) accessory buildings or structures are permitted on alot in anyzone.

Existing Undersized Lots

Except subject to 2.2 (1) and 2.3 (1), nothing in this Bylaw shall prevent th e use of a lot or
construction or alteration of a building on a lot in existence on the effective date of this Bylaw
provided that the useof suchlot is permitted in the zonein which said lot is located and that the
setbacks,height, lot coverageand all other relevant requirements aremaintained.

Existing Buildings

Where a building has beenerectedon or before the effective date of this By-law, on a property
having less than the minimum lot area, frontage, front or flankage yard, side yard or rear yard
required by this By-law, the building may be enlarged, reconstructed, repaired, or renovated
provided that:

(a) the enlargement, reconstruction, repair, or renovation does not further reduce the
front yard, side yard, flankage yard, or rear yard so it doesnot conform to this By-law;
and

(b) all other applicable provisions of this By-law are satisfied.
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Nom-conforming: Uses

Non-conforming uses unlessotherwise provided, shall be subjectto Sections60 and61 of the
Commurity Planning Act.

Uses Permitted! in: All Zones

Nothing in this By -law shall prevent the useof any land for public streets, aconservation use,
public parks and playgrounds or public utility usesor services.

Private utility uses or services which are considered by the Town to be necessaryand
appropriate to the Municipality shall be permitted in all zones

UsesProhibited in All Zones

Notwithstanding any provision of this By -law, the use of a motor vehicle, recreational vehicle,
commercial vehicle, tractor trailer, tractor engine, farm tractor, road building machine and any
vehicle drawn, propelled or driven by any kind of power, notwithstanding its wheels have been
removed, shall not be used, in any zone, as adwelling unit or main or accessory building or
structure.

Notwith standing any provision of this By -law, the use of a container designed for commercial
transport, shall not be used, in any zone, as adwelling unit or main or accessory building or
structure excepton municipal property.

A mobile home dwelling or mini-home dwelling shall not be allowed within any zone. This
restriction doesnot apply to manufactured modular homeswith a finished width of more than 6
m (20 ft), to be erectedon a permanent foundation and meeting all requirements of the National
Building Code of Canada with respectto residential buildings .

Utilities and Infrastructure

No building may be erected on any lot unless arrangements, to the satisfaction of the
Development Officer, have beenmade for the supply of electric power, water, sewage,streets, or
other servicesor facilities.

Any proposed subdivision of land in an area which does not have municipal water and sewer
services shall have a minimum individual lot area of 0.4 hectares (1 acre), unless the proponent
of the subdivision agrees to pay for the extension of municipal water and sewer services to the
subdivision.

Accessto Lots

No person shall usealot or erector usea building or structure on alot, unless thelot abuts or
fronts on a public street or otherwise has access to a publicstreet satisfactory to the Planning
Advisory Committee.
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In the caseof Navy Island, a navigable body of water may be used for the purposes of an access
in the absence ofa public street.

Mixed' Uses

Where two or more permitted usesare located or are to be located in onebuilding or on onelot,
and when the regulations applicable to these usesare different, and unless otherwise specified,
the most restrictive regulations shall be deemed to be in force for that lot or building .

Reduced Frontage on aCurve

Where the front lot line of any lot is a curved line or when the side lot line s of alot are not
parallel, aminimum lot width that is equal to the minimum lot frontage required by this By- law
shall be required in lieu of such minimum lot frontage . For the purpose of this sub-sedion, such
minimum lot width shall be measured along a horizontal line between the side lot lines, whose
end points are defined by the intersection of said side lot line s with the minimum front or
flankage yard asrequired by the applicable provision of this By-law.

Line of Vision at an Intersection

Except in the Central Commercial Zone, no building , structure, fence, sign, hedge, shrub, bush,
or tree foliage may obstruct the line of vision at a street intersection between the heights of 1.0
and 3.0 metes (3 and 10 feet) above the surface of thestreets within the sight triangle which is

the triangular area included within the right -of-way edges for a distance of 4.6 m (15.1 ft) from
their point of intersection.

Accessory Buildings or Structures Erected Prior to Main Building

An accessorybuilding or structure may be placed or erectedon alot prior to the placement or
erection of the main building or structure if:

(& abuilding permit for the main building or structure is obtained first;

(b) the main buildin g or structure will be completed within one year from the date of the
issuing of the building permit;and

(c) the accessorybuilding or structure is located asindicated on the plot plan.

Height Exceptions

The height regulations of this By-law do not apply to church spires, water tanks, elevator
enclosures, silos, flagpoles, telecommunications devices, air conditioning units, ventilators,
skylights, , chimneys, clock towers, , monuments, lightning rods, or renewable energy structures
attached to the principal structures except where height is specifically limited by Council or the
Advisory Committee , as the case may be, provided that suchbuildings or structures conform to
all restrictions of other Government authorities having jurisdiction.
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2 Any water tanks, elevator enclosures, air conditioning units, and ventilators exempted from
height regulations under 3.14 (1)shall:

(a) be setback fromthe perimeter of the roofline a minimum of 3 m (9.8ft.);
(b) beincorporated asanintegral part of the buildi ng design; and,
(c) bescreenedfrom view from street level.

3) Any telecommunications devices and renewable energy structures exempted from height
regulations under 3.14 (1) shall:

(a) Bedeveloped in conformity with section2.2(3)for servicesdesigned for public utility use;
and

(b) Bedeveloped subjectto terms and conditions established by the advisory committee for
servicesdesigned for private utility use.

3.15 Prohibition Regarding Yards and Other Open Space

No portion of any yard, open spaceor amenity spaceon alot may:
(@) beconsidered asproviding ayard or open spacefor a building or structure on another
lot; or

(b) if such portion is required by this By -law in respect of an existing building or structure,
be considered as providing a yard, open space oramenity spacefor another building or
structure on the samelot .

3.16 Building and Structure Projections / Permitted Encroachments

The requirements of this By-law with respect to the placing, erecting, or altering of a building or
structure in relation to alot li neor street line apply to all parts of the building or structure except
for:

(@) cornices,eavesand steps thatproject not more than 0.61m (2 ft) into any yard;

(b) sills, leaders, belt coursesand similar ornamental or structural featuresthat project not
more than 152.4mm (6 in) into any yard;

(c) theordinary projection of skylights;
(d) window or door awnings which project not more than 1.02m (3.3 ft) into any yard;

(e) open or lattice-enclosed fire balconies or fire escapes which project not more than 1.02 m
(3.3 ft) into any required yard;

() chimneys, smokestacksor flues, which project not more than 0.457m (1.5ft);

(g) balconies of upper stories of apartment dwellings or buildings, provided they are not
enclosedabove a parapet of normal height, which project not more than 1.83m (6 ft) into
afront yard or rear yard or not more than 1.22m (4 ft) into a sideyard;

(h)  floors in the main building above the ground floor , which project not more than 1.83 m
(6 ft) into afront yard or rear yard or not more than 1.22m (4 ft) into a sideyard;
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wheelchair ramps and lifting ramps may be located in any yard;

stepsproviding access at the ground floor may be locatedin any front yard, rear yard or
flankage yard;

window bays and solar collectors may be permitted to project not more than 0.9 m (295
ft) from the main wall into a required front, rear or flankage yard;

swimming pools may encroachwithin 1.2m (3.9 ft) of the property line in any rear or
side yard but never encroachon any required front or flankage yard;

air conditioni ng or heat pump units may project up to 0.61 m (2 ft) into a required side
yard;

exterior staircases providing access to the basement or any floor above the firststorey,
balconies, porches verandas and sundecksshall be permitted to project a maximum of 2
m (6.6ft) into any required front yard, rear yard or flankage yard;and

no exterior staircase giving access to anyfloor above the first storey level shall be
permitted between the fagade of any building and the street line, except subject to such
terms and conditions asthe Planning Advisory Committee considersnecessary.

Enclosures for Swimming Pools

No land may be used for purposes of a swimming pool capable of containing a depth in excessof
0.9 m (3 ft) of water unless the swimming pool is enclosed by afence or by a wall of a building
or structure, or by a combination of walls and fences, at least 1.5 m (4.9 ft) inheight and meeting
the requirements of this section.

Where a portion of a wall of a building or structure forms part of an enclosure mentioned in

3.17(1):

(@)
(b)

no main or service entrance to the building or structure shall be locatedtherein; and

any door therein, other than a door to a dwelling or dwelling unit , shall be selfclosing
and equipped with a self -latching device at least 1.3 m (4.3 ft) above the bottom of the
door.

An enclosure mentioned in 3.171) shall not have rails, bracing or other attachments on the
outside thereof that would facilitate climbing.

A fencementioned in 3.171):

(@)

(b)
(©

must be made of chain link construction, wit h galvanized, vinyl or other CSA -approved
coating, or of wood or other materials in the manner described in 3.175);

must not be electrified or incorporate barbed wire or other dangerous material; and

must be located:
() atleast 1.22m (4 ft) from the edge of the swimmin gpool;

(i) atleast1.22 m (4 ft) from anything that would facilitate it being climbed from
the outside; and
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(i)  sothat the bottom of the fencebe elevated by no more than 5.5cm (2 in) above
grade/ground level.

The design and construction of a fenceunder this section shall provide:

(@) in the caseof chain link construction,
()  no greaterthan 38mm (1.5 in) diamond mesh,

(i)  steel wire not less than No. 12 gauge, or a minimum No. 14 gauge covered with
vinyl or other approved coating forming a total t hickness equivalent to No.12
gauge wire, and

(i) atleast38mm (1.5in) diameter steel posts, setbelow frost, and spacednot more
than 2.5 m (8.2 ft) apart, with a top horizontal rail of at least 32 mm (1.26 in)
diameter steel.

(b) in the case ofwood construction,

()  vertical boarding, not lessthan 19mm (0.75in) x 89mm (3.5in) actual dimensions
spaced not more than 40 mm (1.6 in) apart, attached to supporting members and
arranged in such amanner as not to facilitate climbing on the outside; and

(i)  supporting wood posts at least 100 mm (3.9 in) square orround, set below frost
and spacednot more than 2.5m (8.2ft) apart, with the portion below gradetreated
with awood preservative, and with atop horizontal rail of at least38 mm (1.5in)
x 140mm (5.5in) actual dimensions; and

(c) inthe case ofconstruction with materials and in a manner other than described in this
subsection, rigidity equal to that provided thereby.
Gates forming part of an enclosurementioned in 3.171):

(@) must be equivalent to the fencein content, manner of construction and height;

(b) must be supported on substantial hinges; and

(c) must be self-closing and equipped with a locking, self -latching device at least 1.3 m (4.3
ft) above the bottom of the gate.

The vertical walls of a permanent above-ground swimming pool, can be used as part of a
swimming pool enclosure provided that the vertical walls, including additional fencing atthe top
of the entire walls, are at least 1.52 m (5 ft) inheight above finished ground level and do not
possess any lorizontal members that may facilitate climbing. The ladder area, which provides
access to the abovegroundswimming pool , must be enclosed by aswimming pool enclosure as
defined within this section.

No swimming pool enclosure may be located within any required front yard or flankage yard
of alot.

No water shall be placed in the pool until a Building Inspector has inspected the completed
swimming pool enclosure.
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The installation of aswimming pool and/or enclosureis not to alter the existing grade or drainage
pattern unless otherwise approved by the Town.

No person is to allow materials to be placed, piled, attached, hung or leaned against or near the
swimming pool enclosure that could facilitate the climbing of the enclosure or dimi nish the
structural integrity of theenclosure.

Power Lines Over Swimming: Pool

No overhead electrical power line shall be placed over the area of aswimming pool enclosed by
afenceor structure asprovided in section 3.17. Similarly, no swimming pool or swimming pool
enclosure can be placederected or altered so that it is located underneath an existing
overheadelectrical power line.

Finished Floor Above Grade

Subject to 3.19(2), where any habitablebuilding is to be constructed within 30 m (98.4 ft) of a
public street, the top of the foundation wall shall not be less than 0.5 m (1.6 ft) above the crown
of the street to which the development gainsaccess.

Notwi thstanding 3.19(1)where the elevation of the lot to be developed is significantly below the
adjacent roadway elevation and a building is to be constructed within 30 m (98.4 ft) of a public
street, a lot -grading plan shall be prepared showing:

(@) existing and final ground elevations;

(b) floor and top of foundation wall elevations of any buildings and structures;
(c) all measuresfor the control and management of surfacewater;

(d) all vegetation to be preserved; and

(e) areasto belandscaped.

The lot -grading plan shall provide a means of directing surface drainage to an acceptable storm
sewer system or other acceptabledispersal point.

Garbage Storage

Within the Central Commercial (CC) Zone, Tourist Commercial (TC) Zone, Mixed Use (MU) Zone
and Multiple Residential (MR1) Zone, High Density Multiple Residential (MR2) Zone, and
Institutional (Inst.) Zone, any area of the lot exterior to the building is to be used for the gorage
of garbage, including areas for the location of compactors or commercial waste bins, such areas
shall be fully screened by a surrounding fence at least 2 m (6.56 ft) inheight designed so as to be
opaque.

No garbage storage area sh#l be located in any required setback, nor shall it be located within 6
m (19.7 ft) of a public street or within 2 m (6.56 ft) of aresidential use

No garbage storage areashall be located between abuilding or structure and a public street.

No garbage shall be stored in any garbage storage area so as to exceed the height of the
surrounding fenceor enclosure.
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Fences

Subject to Section 3.12, #&encemay be constructed, or a hedge may be planted at a dstance of
atleast1 m (3.3 ft) from a property line.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this By -law, a fencemay be placed or located in any
required yard, however:

(a) Except for a security fenceof chain link construction in any Commercial or Institut ional
Zone, no fencelocated within the required front and flankage yard shall exceed 2 m (6.6
ft) in height.

(b) No fenceshall exceedin height:

(i)  1.82m (6 ft) within the NI (Navy Island) Zone;
(i)  2m (6.6ft) in any Residential zone; or
(i) 2.5 m(8.2 ft) in any other zone.

(c) No fencein any Residential or Commercial Zone shall be electrified or incorporate
barbed wire or other sharp dangerous material in its construction.

Notwithstanding section 3.21(2), a fencelocated within the front yard or flankage yard of any
property in a Residential zone exceeding 1 m (3.3 feet) inheight shall be subject to such terms
and conditions as thePlanning Advisory Committee considers necessary.

Notwithstanding section 3.21(2), any fencelocated within the front yard or flankage yard of
any property within the Town plat & environs and Historic Business District shall be subject
to the SecondarMunicipal Plan.

Notwithstandin g 3.21(2)(b), afenceof up to 2.5 m (8.2 ft) may be placed in aside yard or rear
yard if it meets the foll owing specificati ons:

(@) is metal, with a squaregrid pattern of openings no lessthan 2 6 X ¢5.1 cmx 5.1cm);

and
(b) may be uncoated or coatedwith black or dark green vinyl with fenceposts of the same

colour.
(c) an existing fencemeeting the specifications of 3.21(2)(b)(ii) may be extended
vertically with vertical supports the same colour as the existing fenceand horizontal
met al wires spaced no | ess than 66 (I7/5. 3
cm) from the existing fence

Exterior Lighting: or lllumination:n Devices
Any outdoor lighting or illuminated si gns shall be located and arranged so that no direct rays of

light are aimed at any adjoining properties or passing vehicular traffic or interfere with the
effectivenessof any traffic control devices.
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3.23 Change of Lot by Infilling: - or Excavation

In any zone, any change in the elevation of existing ground involving the cutting or filling to a
depth in excess of 1 m (3.28 ft) shall be subject to such terms and conditions as the Planning
Advisory Committee considers necessary.

3.24 Keeping: of Livestock & Chickens
@ No land or any portion thereof may be usedfor the keeping or breeding of livestock .

2) Notwithstanding 3.24 (1) or any other provision of this By-law, the keeping of chickens may
bepermitted as an accessoryuse inthe SRand ER zones, subjecto the following condition s:

(a) chickensshall be kept as pets and for personal use only; no person shall sell eggs or
engage inchicken breeding or fertilizer production for commercial purposes and the
slaughtering of chickensis prohibited,;

(b) only female chickensare permitted and t he maximum number of chickensallowed is
four per lot;

(c) chickensmust be kept in an enclosure or fenced area at all times and shall be secured
within an enclosed structure during non -daylight hours;

(d) the enclosure and structure mentioned in (c) must be located in the rear yard and be
located at least 10 metres (33 feet)from any side or rear lot line;

(e) chickensmust not be kept in, upon or under any structure used for human habitation;
and

(f) chickensshall be kept in such a manner to ensurethat they do not create a nuisance and
that all lands and premises where chickens are kept is maintained in a sanitary condition
at all times so that excrement or other chickenrelated substances are not permittedto
accumulate and cause anobjectionable odour or nuisance.

3.25 Queuing Spaces

Queuing spacesmust be provided for drive -through businesses(including drive-through
restaurants, car washes,gasbars, automobile servicestations and drive-in business), asfollows:

(@) for drive-through businesses, including drive-through restaurants, financial
institution sand carwashes:

()  six (6) in-bound queuing spaces shall be provided for vehicles approaching the
drive -up service window; and

(i)  one(1)outbound queuing spaceshall be provided on the exit side of each service
position and this space shall be located so as not to interfere with service to the
next vehicle; and

(b) for drive -in businesses, including automobile service stations , gas barsand automobile
repair shops:
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(i) five (5)in-bound spacesshall be provided; and

(i)  one (1) out-bound space shall be provided.
(c) all queuing spacesshall be a minimum of 6.5m (21.3 ft) long and 3 m (9.8 ft) wide; and
(d) queuing lanes shall provide sufficient space for turning and maneuvering and shall

not occupy any portion of a designated fire lane.

Car and Bicycle' Parking: Requirements

For every building or structure to be erectedor enlarged, off-street parking located within the
same zone as theuse and having unobstructed access to a public street shall be provided and
maintained in conformity with Table 3.1, except where any parking requirement is specifically
included elsewherein this By-law. If abuilding or structure changesuseto a userequiring more
spaces than the original use the amount of parking spaces must reflect those required by the
new use

Where the total required spaces for anyuseis not a whole number, the total spaces required by
this sub-section, or by other specific sections, shallbe the nextlargest whole number.

Subjectto subsection (4), the owner of eachbuilding or structure erected extended or altered, in
whole or in part, for any of the usages listed herein, shall provide and maintain on lands
appurtenant to, or within 152.4 m (500 ft) of, such building or structure not less than the
following number of accessible offstreet vehicular parking spaces

(d) it is designed so that the setbackof adjacent units is varied by at least 0.6 m (2 ft) from
eachother along the front of the lot.

(c) any sideyard;

(d) any part of the rear yard within 4.5 m (14.8 ft) of any building ;and

(e) the entire area ofthe lot not devoted to buildings, structures, walkways or, driveways .

Residential Development Near alLagoon or Treatment Plant

and a sewage lagoon or treatment facility shall be in accordance with Provincial Guidelines and
Regulations.

Portable or Temporary: Garages

Notwithstanding any setbackor yard requirement of this By-law, portable or temporary garages
may be permitted on any lot with asingle-family dwelling . Suchgaragesshall only be permitted
on a residential property between October 15and April 30, inclusive.

Portable or temporary garagesare prohibited within the Historic BusinessDistrict asshown in
Schedul e 06Bd.
